This First
International Conference brought together academia and industry so as to have further research and
collaboration between institutions and disciplines.

CSCITA 2014 was approved by IEEE, USA and Technically Co-sponsored by IEEE
Bombay Section. A target of 200 papers was set, out of which 100 quality papers
would be selected. Enthusiastic response was received al around — 318 full
manuscripts and 66 abstracts were uploaded on EDAS. 80 papers were accepted after
a rigorous review procedure, making it very selective. 60 accepted papers were
distributed in 12 Oral Sessions and rest in two Poster Sessions on April 4-5, 2014.
Nearly 300 people came to Hotel Kohinoor Continental, Andheri, Mumbai. The venue
was selected for its ambience, conference facilities and convenience of the foreign delegates as it was close to
the Sahar International Airport. The delegation consisted of personalities from amazingly varied backgrounds
and from different walks of life. Participants came to the conference from countries like USA, UK, Germany
